Description Treatment based alternatives to prison and jail for individuals whose criminal behavior is primarily a result of illegal drug
abuse and/or alcohol abuse. The treatment court may serve as a pre-plea or post-plea diversion program that can accept
persons without a sentence as well as persons on probation or under revocation status. Reintegration courts involve persons
released from 120 day or long term prison treatment programs. Most treatment court programs have a 12-24 months
duration that include intensive supervision, integrated treatment and non-adversarial case processing. Collaboration and
partnerships are developed at the local level.

Program Felony drug or alcohol charges or related charges.

Most mental health courts have a duration of 12 months that include intensive mental health case management, intensive
supervision, integrated treatment, and non-adversarial case processing. Collaboration and partnerships are developed at the
local level.
